Declaring truth and speaking only what God tells the Spirit to 

speak – and importantly – declare to you the things that are to come.

+ How are we cultivating the time, space, and attention to the 
Holy Spirit that is needed to listen for the urgings of God? 

+ What is the Spirit doing in our lives as followers of Jesus?
