Iltems needed are: food (things like ramen, micro-
wavable mac and cheese, fruit snacks, crackers, chips, candy, etc) and gift cards (amazon, uber
eats, grub hub, etc). Also, cute dorm room things (journals, pens, water bottles, etc). If there are
items to be made, hats or scarves could be quilted, rice bags sewn, or art made. (Antioch is very
much an art school!).
